Blaithwaite Meeting

Thank you to our Year 6 parents who attended the Blaithwaite Meeting on Tuesday, 8th March 2011 at 5.30pm.  The meeting was set up so that parents of our Year 6 pupils who are sending their children on the residential during July could have questions answered about the equipment they require, staffing, activities and general organisation for the event.  If you were unable to attend the event please feel free to speak to Mrs Spencer of myself about the meeting or any information you require.
Parking Around School

Could I please ask parents to take great care when escorting their children into school each morning and evening please.  I have just received a letter from concerned parents accusing me of not doing anything about this issue.  I feel very strongly that we have tried very hard to address this issue by:

1. Working closely with the community police who once again will be issuing parking tickets.

2. Informing residents when extra traffic will be in the area.
3. Constant reminders on newsletters to parents regarding parking  – the last newsletter being dated  9th February. 2011.
4. School travel plan and action group who meet termly to discuss issues associated with parking and accessing school.  (We are looking for more members to join this group and if you are interested please feel free to approach Mrs Bainbridge).
5. We also encourage all residents to report incidents of dangerous parking to the police.
6. We also monitor parking around the school and report car registrations to the police when we are concerned.
7. Staggered school times have been introduced so that we don’t have 241 children accessing the school gates at one time.  The breakfast provision was set up for this reason and various after school clubs.
8. Yellow parking lines were painted outside the school to ensure cars are not parked outside the school as this blocks the view of parents and children when they try to cross.
9. We also implemented the “Meet and Greet Session”  The meet and greet was set up so that parents have a 10 minute drop off slot which is supervised by support staff and myself.  Once children are handed to us then parents can then move away and not wait around the streets or go straight to work.
10. In addition to assist our children in relation to road safety our Year 3 complete pedestrian training each year.  Our Year 5 and 6 children complete cycle training, which also highlights the dangers of parking around the school.
11. Our assemblies often contain messages relating to taking care and looking after each other.  We also talk about the dangers that face us when we come into school. 
However, I also feel that I now need further support from parents so I am asking for suggestions 
as to how we can address this issue.  In addition, I am very concerned and upset that parents feel they have to write to me anonymously as I always felt that I and the school were very approachable and would listen and respond to any concerns raised by parents.
