Building Work
Work will begin in September to extend and update our school building.  The building programme will be in 3 phases and each phase will lead to improved facilities for our school.

1. New entrance leading to the field.

2. To build onto the Infant entrance, add 2 new classrooms, create a Head’s office,

new entrance and office area.

3. Removal of prefab, outdoor storage and extend the yard.

All work should be completed by February 2012.  This is both an exciting project and one which has been developing over the last year.  At last we now have permission to go ahead with the work.  We will, over the next term, keep you updated with developments.  Plus, we are hoping to share the building plans and designs with you very shortly.

Restructuring
Thank you for your support relating to the staffing restructuring and classroom organisation.  We see this as a very positive move and look forward to the academic year 2011 / 2012.

As I mentioned, in an earlier newsletter, it has been a very difficult time trying to plan for the increased pupil numbers arriving at our school and, once again, feel very strongly that this is the “best model”.

I have been approached by parents to ask adults to avoid making comments about their child being more academic, based on their classroom and class teacher.  We have tried to match the demands of delivering mixed curriculums with the needs of the children.  We are not saying that the children in mixed classes are failing, or are under-performing.  We have looked at the progress pupils have made throughout school and we are more than delighted with this.  Pupils continue to make good progress and, as a senior leadership team, we monitor this very closely.

Please remember children should be supported and encouraged at all times.

6 weeks holiday is a long time to be away from school and we ask that you:

· Continue with regular reading  -  visit the library, read different books

and magazines.

· Practise some spellings that you have been working on this last year.

· Keep up with your tables  -  recalling them on a regular basis.
